 This is an opportunity to learn about the genocide that continues to decimate the 
people of Darfur, Sudan and to learn about what we can do to help stop it.  More than 
400,000 people have died since 2003 in what the United Nations has called Òthe worst 
humanitarian disaster on the planet.Ó  Over 2.5 million people have been driven from 
their homes, and almost all of the non-Arab villages in Darfur have been destroyed.  
About 3.8 million people in Darfur and in refugee camps in eastern Chad rely on 
tenuous international food aid for survival.  The Sudanese government in Khartoum 
and the allied janjaweed militias have killed, raped, and brutalized the people of Darfur 
since 2003, and the international community has done little to stop it. 
 

So, what can we do? 
 
 We live in the most powerful and wealthiest country on the planet.  We are part of 
a democracy.  We can make a difference in this tragic situation through providing aid 
and advocacy.  Come to Emanuel on April 22 to learn about the situation in Darfur and 
to learn what you can do to help the people there.
